COURSE DESCRIPTION (De Anza College Catalog) 
This course explores visual imagery throughout the world for the purpose of developing visual literacy 
skills. Works of art will be studied by means of formal analysis, medium, the social experiences of 
artists, the function of works of art in their original environment, and comparison of works from 
different cultures. Primary emphasis will be on paintings, graphic works, and sculpture. 
Recommended:  English Writing 1A or English as a Second Language 5 
 

This is a fully online asynchronous course, but it is not a self-paced course. There are weekly 
assignments due at the end of each week.  The course concepts and vocabulary are presented through 
PowerPoint video lectures, videos, written assignments, discussions and readings.  
 
STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOME STATEMENTS (SLO) 
 Students will analyze the social experiences of artists, demonstrating how artists' relationships with 

their patrons was defining factor in the production of works of art. 
 Students will demonstrate visual literacy and critical thinking skills by evaluating diverse scholarly 

perspectives when interpreting works of art. 
 Students will investigate different techniques utilized in the production of works of art through 

written analysis based on firsthand evaluation of art objects in local collections.

It is the student's 
responsibility to obtain additional training if they are unable to perform computer functions required to 
take online tests, submit online assignments or participate on discussions boards. Computer/internet 
issues or the inability to perform computer functions required by an online course are not excuses for 
missed deadlines.

PARTICIPATION AND ATTENDANCE 
Students are required to “check-in” the first day of class.  For this course, this requirement is met by 
completing the Syllabus Quiz by Wednesday, April 10th at 11:59PM. Failure to complete this quiz 
will result in a student being dropped from the course. 
 

In this online course the primary method of attendance is measured by completion of assignments. If a 
student fails to submit 2 weeks of consecutive assignments, he/she will be contacted by the instructor. 
However, it is the student’s responsibility to drop the course if he/she no longer desires to be enrolled.  
 
WEEKLY ASSIGNMENTS 
In this course, the week ends on Sunday at 11:59PM (Canvas - Pacific Time). Students not in the 
Pacific Time Zone can adjust the time zone in Canvas under “Settings” to reflect their local time rather 
than calculating the difference in time zones for each assignment and exam. 
 

Each week there is either a written assignment or a discussion post. Information about each assignment 
is found on Canvas under the Module for that week. All assignments are submitted through the Canvas 
assignment and not emailed to the instructor nor posted under the assignment’s comments. 
 Short written assignments are due on Sundays at 11:59PM. 
 Discussions have two parts: A student’s initial post to the question is due by Friday at 11:59PM. 

For full credit in a discussion a response to another student’s post is due by Sunday at 11:59PM. 
 
ART PAPER 
This is a 3 to 4 page visual analysis of a work of art. Instructions for this assignment are posted on 
Canvas. 
 
EXAMS 
There is syllabus quiz (see participation), a midterm and final exam all in multiple choice format. 
Exams are not cumulative; a Study Sheet and image list are provided for the midterm and final exams. 
 
LATE WORK 
Late work will not be accepted (no makeup exams). If you have an extenuating circumstance, please 
contact me by email before the assignment is due to make alternate arrangements. 
 
EXTRA CREDIT (optional) 
Each student has the option to complete one (1) extra credit assignment.

AI tools 
offer suggestions and drafts but are not a substitute for comprehending concepts as well as critical 
thinking. The student is responsible for the content and accuracy of the assignment and any sources 
used on assignments. Students must cite any AI-generated material that informed their work by listing 
the tool(s) and its use under a Works Cited section of the assignment. Failure to give credit to ideas, 
sentences or paragraphs not the student’s work is plagiarism. I may ask for a student’s notes or a draft 
if an assignment shows 50% or higher AI generated. A document which is 100% AI generated is 
considered plagiarized. Turn-it-in also checks for the use of AI generated material.  
 
DISRUPTIVE BEHAVIOR

college catalog). Any student disrupting the course will be contacted by the instructor, and depending 
on the severity reported to the De Anza College Maxient for resolution. A basic definition of a

Be Professional. Your coursework is more than learning facts; you are preparing for a career. You are 
learning to interact with your fellow course participants as you would in your future professional life. 
Your conduct in this course should reflect this and your communication should follow standard rules 
for grammar and spelling and be clear, concise and intelligent. Avoid personal attacks and offensive 
language. 
 

Have Opinions. Everyone is entitled to have an opinion. In discussion forums, everyone is encouraged 
to share them. 
 

Respect Disagreement. People have the right to disagree with you. However, disagreement should 
never be personal. Online discussions are a means to share ideas and practice the skill of persuasion. 
Persuasive speech cannot be achieved with hurtful, hateful or inappropriate language. Review your 
posts before you publish and reread them for unintended meanings. 
 

Ask Questions. Cultural influences can influence communication in terms of phrasing and word 
choice. The lack of visual and auditory clues may affect meaning, as well. Before jumping to 
conclusions, ask for clarification.  
 

Be Forgiving. For the majority of participants, online communication is straight forward; however, 
sometimes unintended meanings are conveyed.
